
�  Double Ewe Yarn Shop

Materials:   
Harrisville Heathered Bulky*, 3 colors, 1 skein each 
(model used Garnet (A), Periwinkle (B), and Bermuda Blue(C)) 
Size 13 Circular needle (24” or longer) 
Darning Needle 
Crochet hook (for fringe, if desired) 
Gauge:  2 sts/inch  
 
 
Cast on 170** stitches with color A.  Knit 5 rows. 
Color B:  Knit 2 rows. 
Color C:  Knit 6 rows. 
Color A:  Knit 4 rows. 
Color B:  Knit 4 rows.  Bind off. 
 
Weave in ends. 
 
Fringe: 
Each end of the scarf has 5 bundles of fringe, each made up of 
1 strand of each color.  So, cut ten 17” strands of each color and separate into 3 
strands groups. Attach 5 groups evenly spaced to each end of the scarf as 
follows:  Fold the yarn in half, and using the crochet hook, pull a loop through 
from the front of the scarf to the back.  Pull the ends through the loop and tighten 
gently . 
  

 
 
*Heathered Bulky is a softly spun yarn, knit with a 
gentle hand.  After making this scarf, you should 
have enough left of colors B & C to make a hat. 
 
**Pattern as written is approximately 85” long, not 
including fringe.  To make longer/shorter scarf, adjust 
cast-on stitches
