Materials:

Approx. 100 yards ribbon yarn (Model was made with Mystical from
Kollagé Yarns)

Needle size: US 15

Darning Needle

Cast on 15 Stitches. (This pattern can be made worked in any number of
stitches, so make the scarf as wide or as narrow as you like.)

Rows 1-4: Knit
Row 5: *k1, yo2*, repeat * * across row, end k1

Row 6: Knit across the row, sliding the double-yarnovers as you come to them.
(Don't knit any of the yarnovers — you should end up with 15 stitches.)

Repeat rows 1-6 until scarf reaches desired length or you're almost out of yarn,
ending with row 4.

Bind off loosely & weave in ends.
