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Materials:   
100 grams Worsted Weight Yarn 
Needle size:  US 9 
Darning Needle 
 
Cast on 26 Stitches.  Knit 6 Rows, then begin cable pattern. 
 
Row 1: K2, P2, K4, P2, K6, P2, K4, P2, K2 
Row 2: (and all even side rows) K4, P4, K2, P6, K2, P4, K4 
Row 3: Same as row 1 
Row 5: K2, P2, C4F, P2, K6, P2, C4F, P2, K2 
Row 7: Same as row 1 
Row 9: Same as row 1 
Row 11: K2, P2, C4F, P2, C6B, P2, C4F, P2, K2 
Row 12: Same as row 2 (this is the last row of the pattern repeat). 
 
 
Repeat rows 1 – 12 until scarf reaches desired length, then knit rows 1-10.  
Finish with 6 rows garter stitch (knit every row).  Bind off loosely on 6th row 
(wrong side). Weave ends and block.

Definitions: 
CN:  Cable Needle 
C4F:  Slip 2 sts to cn, hold to front, K2, K2 from cn. 
C6B:  Slip 3 sts to cn, hold to back, K3, K3 from cn. 
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     | Knit on RS rows, purl on WS rows 

     – Purl on RS rows, knit on WS rows 
      C4F (Slip 2 sts to cn, hold to front, K2, K2 from cn.)

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Bobbles 
KFB twice in the same stitch to increase to 4 sts.  Slip the 4 sts purlwise back to 
left needle, p4, slip these 4 sts back to left needle, k4;  slip third, second and first 
sts one at a time over 4th st. 
 
 
Winding Cables 
Cable is worked on 6 stitches.  Work cables with a reverse stockinette 
background. 
Stitch Pattern, (CO 10 sts): 
Row 1 & 3:  P2, K6, P2 
Row 2 and all wrong side rows:  K2, P6, K2 
Row 5: P2, C6F (slip 3 sts to cn and hold in front, k3, k3 from cn), P2 
Rows  7, 9 & 11:  P2, K6, P2 
Row 13:  P2, C6B  (slip 3 sts to cn and hold in back, k3, k3 from cn), P2 
Row 15:  P2, K6, P2 
 
Repeat rows 1 – 16 for pattern. 
 
 
Horseshoe Cable (or Double Cable) 
Cable is worked on 12 stitches.  Work cables with a reverse stockinette 
background. 
Stitch pattern (CO 16 sts): 
Row 1 & 3:  P2, K12, P2 
Row 2 and all wrong side rows:  K2, P12, P2 
Row 5:  P2, C6B, C6F, P2 
 
Repeat rows 1 – 6 for pattern. 
 
 
Braid Cable 
Cable is worked on 9 stitches.  Work cables with a reverse stockinette 
background. 
Stitch pattern (CO 13 sts): 
Rows 1:  P2, C6B, K3, P2 
Row 2: K2, P9, K2 
Row 3:  P2, K3, C6F, P2 
Row 4: K2, P9, K2 
 
Repeat rows 1 – 4 for pattern. 
 
Definitions 
C6B:  Slip 3 sts onto CN & hold in back, K3, then K3 from CN 
C6F:  Slip 3 sts onto CN & hold in front, K3, then K3 from CN 
CN:  cable needle 
KFB:  knit into the front and the back of the stitch
